Our 

‘On the Road’ life skills readiness and mentoring 

workshops are open to kids & teens 7-17 and college 

age youth living in Philadelphia and surrounding 

communities. 

You’re Hired! / Get Hired! (YH! / GH!): is a six-week 

in person / online college / career readiness & 

workforce development workshop designed to equip 

youth age 14+ with tools needed to  apply to college 

or other post-secondary learning, identify funding; 

secure and retain employment, volunteer 

opportunities, internships, etc.  

YH! / GH! workshop sessions are once per week for 

two and half  hours. Workshop covers the following: 

• Working Papers 

• Resumes & Cover Letters & Follow Up 

• College & Job Applications  

• Email & Phone Etiquette 

• Wardrobe Preparation & Interview  Role Play

• Career Training & Mentoring
